Installing the nano-SIM Card and the
microSDXC™ Card (Optional)

The nano-SIM card can be installed or removed while the phone
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is turned on.
A microSDXC card can be installed or removed while the phone
is turned on. You need to unmount the microSDXC card before
removing it.

O WARNING!

To avoid damage to the phone, do not use any other kind of SIM

cards, or any non-standard nano-SIM card cut from a SIM card.

You can get a standard nano-SIM card from your service

provider.

1. Insert the tip of the tray eject tool into the hole next to the card
tray.

2. Pull out the card tray and place the nano-SIM card and the
microSDXC card on the tray, as shown. Carefully slide the
tray back into place.

Charging the Phone

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the phone to
turn on, find a signal, and make a few calls. You should fully
charge the battery as soon as possible.

O WARNING!

Use only ZTE-approved chargers and USB Type-C cables. The
use of unapproved accessories could damage your phone or
cause the battery to explode.

O WARNING!
Do not remove the back cover. The battery is not removable.
Removal may cause fire or explosion.

1. Connect the adapter to the charging jack.
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2. Connect the charger to a standard AC power outlet. If the
phone is on, you'll see a charging icon, such as u/ ,
appear in the status bar.

3. Disconnect the charger when the battery is fully charged.

NOTE:

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable to power on
the phone even when it is being charged. In this case, try again
after charging the phone for at least 20 minutes. Contact
customer service if you still cannot power on the phone after
prolonged charging.
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Extending the Battery Life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluetooth and Wi-Fi
usage, and GPS functionality can drain your battery. You can
follow the helpful tips below to conserve your battery power:

e Reduce the screen backlight time.
e Lower the screen brightness.
e Turn Wi-Fi, Bluetooth and auto-sync off when not in use.

e Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications
using this function will periodically query the GPS satellites
for your current location; each query drains your battery.

e Use the Battery saver feature.

Powering Your Phone On/Off

e Press and hold the Power key to turn on your phone.

e To turn it off, press and hold the Power key to open the
options menu and touch Power off.

Setting Up Your Phone for the First
Time

When you first power on your phone after you purchase it or
reset it to factory settings (see Reset Options), you need to do

some settings before using it. Select the language and then
follow the on-screen prompts to set up your phone.
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Locking/Unlocking the Screen and
Keys

Your phone allows you to quickly lock the screen and keys (put
the phone to sleep mode) when not in use and also to turn the
screen back on and unlock it when you need it.

Lock the Screen and Keys
To quickly turn the screen off and lock the keys, press the Power
key.

NOTE:
To save battery power, the phone automatically turns off the
screen after a certain period of time when you leave it idle. You

will still be able to receive messages and calls while the phone
screen is off.

Unlock the Screen and Keys

1. Press the Power key to turn the screen on.

2. Swipe up on the screen.
- Or —
Swipe from \!‘ to use voice assistant, or swipe from B w©
open the camera.
- or -
Touch a notification twice consecutively to open the related
app.
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NOTE:

If you have set an unlock pattern, a PIN, or a password for your
phone (see Protecting Your Phone With Screen Locks), you'll
need to swipe up on the screen and then draw the pattern or
enter the PIN/password to unlock the screen.

Using the Touch Screen

Your phone’s touch screen lets you control actions through a
variety of touch gestures.

Touch —When you want to type using the on-screen
keyboard, select on-screen items (such as application and
settings icons), or press on-screen buttons, simply touch
them with your finger.

Touch and Hold — To open the available options for an item
(for example, a message or link in a web page), touch and
hold the item.

Swipe or Slide — To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your
finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag — To drag, press and hold your finger with some
pressure before you start to move your finger. While dragging,
do not release your finger until you have reached the target
position.

Pinch — In some apps (such as Maps, browser, and Gallery),
you can zoom in and out by placing two fingers on the screen
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at once and pinching them together (to zoom out) or
spreading them apart (to zoom in).

« Rotate the Screen — For most screens, you can automatically
change the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by
turning the phone sideways.

NOTES:

« The Auto-rotate feature needs to be enabled for the screen
orientation to automatically change. Swipe up on the home
screen and touch Settings > Display, and switch on
Auto-rotate screen.

e You can also access the screen rotation control by sliding
down the status bar twice and touching Auto-rotate or
Portrait.

Getting to Know the Home Screen

The home screen is the starting point for your phone’s
applications, functions, and menus. You can customize your
home screen by adding application icons, shortcuts, folders,
widgets, and more.

Extended Home Screen Panels

Your home screen is extendable, providing more space for
applications, shortcuts, widgets, and more. Simply swipe left or
right on the home screen to see the extended panels. You can
add or remove home screen panels, or adjust their order.

To add a new home screen panel:
1. Touch the Home key to access the home screen.
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2. Touch and hold an item such as a shortcut, a folder or a
widget on the screen and drag it to the right edge of the
screen to create a new home screen panel and put the item
on it.

NOTE:

No empty home screen panel is allowed to exist. If the shortcut,
folder or widget is the only item on the current home screen panel,
the panel will be deleted as you remove the item.

To move a home screen panel:

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen and slide
left or right to view the home screen thumbnails.

2. Touch and hold a thumbnail and drag it left or right to the
place you need.

To delete a home screen panel:

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen and slide
left or right to view the home screen thumbnails.

2. Touch X on the top right corner of a home screen
thumbnail.

3. Touch OK. The items on the panel will also be removed.
NOTE:

Touch /A\ at the top of a home screen thumbnail to set it as the

main home screen.
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Personalizing

Changing the System Language

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > System >
Languages & input > Languages. The first language in the
list is the default system language.

2. Touch Add alanguage and then the language you need.

3. Touch and hold a language and move it to the top to switch
to that language.

NOTE:
To remove languages from the list, touch * > Remove and
select the languages you want to delete, and then touch B >

OK.

Setting the Date and Time

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > System >
Date & time.

2. Set the date, time, time zone, and time format.

» To adjust the date and time automatically, touch to turn on
Automatic date & time.

» To adjust the date and time manually, touch to turn off
Automatic date & time and touch Set date / Set time to
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change the date and time.

» To adjust the time zone automatically, touch to turn on
Automatic time zone.

» To adjust the time zone manually, touch to turn off
Automatic time zone and touch Select time zone to set
the correct time zone.

» To adjust the time format, touch to turn on/off Use
24-hour format.

Changing the Ringtone, Notification

Sound, and Alarm Sound

You can customize the default ringtone for incoming calls, the

default notification sound, and the default alarm sound.

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Sound >
Ringtones.

2. Touch Phone ringtone, Default notification sound, or
Default alarm sound.

3. Scroll through the list and select the ringtone you'd like to use.
You can touch Add ringtone to add additional audio files to
the list.

4. Touch OK.

Turning System Sounds On/Off

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Sound >
Advanced.
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2. Touch the switch beside each option to turn it on or off.

Adjusting Volumes

1.
2.

Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Sound.

Drag the sliders below Media volume, Alarm volume, Ring
volume, and Notification volume to adjust the volume for
each type of audio.

NOTE:

You can adjust the volume levels any time by pressing the
Volume key. Then touch ' and drag a volume slider.

Switching to Silent or Vibration Mode

You can set the phone to silent or vibration mode by using one of
the following methods.

Press the Volume key when no media application is active to
show the volume management window. Drag the slider to the
left or keep pressing the Volume down key to switch the
phone to vibration mode. Press the key again in vibration
mode to switch the phone to silent mode.

Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Sound >
Notification mode and select Vibrate or Mute to switch to
vibration or silent mode.

Swipe down from the top of the screen to open the notification
panel and drag the panel downwards. Touch Sound, Vibrate,
or Slient to switch the phone to vibration or silent mode or
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turn on the sound. See Use Quick Settings.
NOTES:
Silent and vibration modes will not silence your alarms.

To restore normal sound settings, press and hold the Volume
up key.

Using Do Not Disturb Mode

You can limit interruptions with Do not disturb mode. This mode
silences your phone so that it doesn’t make sounds or vibrate
when you don’t want it to.

Turn On Do Not Disturb Mode

1.

Swipe down from the top of the screen with two fingers to
access the Quick Settings.

Touch Do not disturb.

NOTES:

Press the Volume key when no media application is active to
show the volume bar. Drag the slider to the left or keep
pressing the Volume down key to turn on vibration. Press the
key again to turn on Alarms only.

To turn off Do not disturb mode quickly, press either end of
the Volume key when the screen is on and then touch TURN
OFF NOW.

Set Do Not Disturb Mode Preferences
You can set allowed and blocked disturbances, or manage rules
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that turn on or off silent mode automatically.

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Sound >
Do Not Disturb preferences.

2. Touch an option to configure.

» Priority only allows: Set allowed disturbances when Do
not disturb mode is set as Priority only.

» Automatic rules: Touch an existing rule to set or delete it,
or touch Add more to create new rules.

» Block visual disturbances: Set the condition for
blocking notifications on the screen.

Applying New Wallpapers
You can set the wallpaper for the home screen and the lock
screen.

1. Touch and hold an empty area on the home screen and then
touch WALLPAPERS.

2. Slide left or right to select an image as the wallpaper. You can
also touch My photos to choose a picture as the wallpaper.
Touch HOME or LOCK to preview the wallpaper.

3. Touch . Select Home screen, Lock screen, or Home
screen and lock screen.

Changing the Screen Brightness

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Display >
Brightness level.

2. Drag the slider to manually adjust the screen brightness.
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NOTE:
With the proximity and light sensor, your phone can automatically
adjust the screen brightness for available light. Touch Adaptive
brightness in the Display settings screen to turn the feature on
or off.

Protecting Your Phone With Screen

Locks

You can protect your phone by creating a screen lock. When it is
enabled, you can swipe up on the lock screen, and then draw a
pattern or enter a numeric PIN or password to unlock the phone’s
screen and keys.

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Security
& location > Screen lock.

2. Touch None, Swipe, Pattern, PIN, or Password.
» Touch None to disable screen lock protection.

» Touch Swipe to enable screen lock and allow unlocking
with a “swipe” gesture. You can unlock the screen by
touching the display and sliding up.

» Touch Pattern to create a pattern that you must draw to
unlock the screen.

» Touch PIN or Password to set a numeric PIN or a
password that you must enter to unlock the screen.

3. For Pattern, PIN, or Password, select how you want
notifications and their contents to show when the phone is
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locked.
NOTE:

Remember the pattern, PIN, or password you set. Otherwise, you
will have to upgrade the phone software to use the phone (see
Upgrading the Phone Software).

Using Fingerprints

Register a Fingerprint

1.

Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Security
& location > Fingerprint.

Touch Fingerprint management.

Draw the pattern, or enter the PIN/password if you have
already set the screen lock method.

Touch REGISTER in the Add fingerprint message box when
it prompts.

Press one of your fingers on the fingerprint sensor at the back
of your phone. After feeling the slight vibration, raise your
finger and then press your finger on the sensor again.

Repeat step 5 until your fingerprint has been registered.
Touch OK.
NOTE:

You can touch Add fingerprint in the Fingerprint management
screen to add more fingerprints.
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Set Fingerprint Actions

With the registered fingerprint, you can turn on/unlock the screen
or open a bound application when the screen is off or locked.

1.

Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Security
& location > Fingerprint > Fingerprint management.

Draw the pattern, or enter the PIN/password if you have
already set the screen lock method.

You can do the following settings:
» Switch on Wake up and unlock your phone to set

waking up or unlocking your device via a fingerprint.
NOTE:
If the screen is off or locked, press one of your registered

fingers on the fingerprint sensor to quickly turn on/unlock
the screen.

Touch Quick launch app. Touch Fingerprint1, for
instance. Swipe up and down to choose one app. Touch

O nextto the app. You can set more fingerprints to
quick-open your desired apps.

NOTE:

If the screen is off or locked, press the registered
Fingerprintl on the fingerprint sensor to quickly launch
the app.

It is convenient and fast to take a photo or answer the phone call
by pressing the finger (registered or not) on the fingerprint sensor.
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Also, you can do more just by swiping your finger on the
fingerprint sensor.

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Security

& location > Fingerprint.

2. You can do the following settings.

>

Take photo: If you slide on the switch, you can open the
Camera app, and press one of your fingers (registered or
not) on the fingerprint sensor to quickly shoot a photo.

Answer call: If you slide on the switch, you can press one
of your fingers (registered or not) on the fingerprint sensor
to quickly answer an incoming call.

View notification drawer: If you slide on the switch, you
can swipe down on the fingerprint sensor from any screen
to unfold notification drawer; swipe up to fold it.

View recent apps: If you slide on the switch, you can
swipe up on the fingerprint sensor for recent apps when
viewing the home screen.

View pictures: If you slide on the switch, you can launch
Gallery and then swipe left or right on the fingerprint
sensor to view pictures.

Using Face Detection

You can use face detection to unlock the screen without entering
the specific PIN/password, or drawing the pattern.
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Create My Face for Face Detection

1.

Touch the Home key and swipe up on the screen. Touch
Settings > Security & location > Face Verify.

Draw the pattern, or enter the PIN/password. Select one
screen-unlocking method from Pattern, PIN or Password if
you haven't set yet.

Disclaimer for Face Detect appears while you use the face
detection at the first time. Touch CONTINUE. Find a spot that
is neither too bright nor too dim. Touch CREATE NOW.

Keep your face 20 cm to 50 cm away from the screen. Wait
for a moment until the phone has created the face
successfully.

NOTES:

You can touch Attemptation of verification in the Face
Verify screen, and put your face in front of the screen to
confirm whether the created face works or not.

Touch Create again in the Face Verify screen to recreate
your face and erase the former one at the mean time.

Enable Unlocking Screen via Face Detection

1.

Touch the Home key and swipe up on the screen. Touch
Settings > Security & location > Face Verify.
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2. Draw the pattern, or enter the PIN/password.

3. Switch on Unlock screen.
NOTE:

When the screen is locked, find a spot that is neither too bright
nor too dim and keep your face 20 cm to 50 cm away from the
screen to unlock the screen via face detection. If it doesn’t work,
touch @ to unlock screen via face detection.

Protecting Your Phone With Screen
Pinning
You can use the screen pinning feature to keep an app in view,

so others cannot switch to other apps or access your personal
information.

Turn On Screen Pinning

1. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Security
& location > Screen pinning.

2. Touch the On/Off switch.

3. To add security for unpinning, switch on Lock device when
unpinning, select a security option with or without your
fingerprint, and follow the on-screen instructions to set up a
screen lock and register your fingerprint if needed.

If you have set a screen lock with or without your fingerprint,
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you can switch on Ask for unlock pattern/PIN/password
before unpinning. You will need to draw the pattern, enter
the PIN/password, or use your registered fingerprint to unlock
the screen when unpinning the screen.

Pin a Screen

1. Ensure that screen pinning is turned on.
2. Open the app you want to keep in view.
3. Touch the Recent apps key.
4

If there are many app tabs, swipe up to find on the
front-most tab.

5. Touch

Unpin the Screen

1. To unpin the screen and return to normal use, touch and hold
the Back key.

2. Ifthe screen is locked, press your registered finger on the
fingerprint sensor, or swipe up on the lock screen and draw
the pattern or enter the PIN/password depending on your
screen lock and fingerprint settings.

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Managing Notifications

The status bar at the top of the home screen provides notification
icons on the left. Below are some of the icons you may see.

Open/Close the Notification Panel

Notifications report the arrival of new messages, calendar
events, and alarms, as well as ongoing events. You can open
the notification panel to view the details of notifications.

« To open the notification panel, swipe your finger down on the
home screen or from the top of the screen.

* To close the notification panel, swipe your finger up on the
screen or touch the Back key.

Respond to or Remove a Notification

In the notification panel, you can respond to a notification or
remove the notifications. The notification panel also supports
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expandable notifications that let you perform additional actions
right from the notification itself.

To respond to a notification, touch it.

Slide down with one finger to expand certain notifications.
You can also swipe two fingers vertically or pinch-zoom to
expand or collapse certain notifications.

To remove a notification, swipe it left or right.

To remove all notifications, touch CLEAR ALL at the end of
the list of notifications.

To manage notifications you have received, touch and hold a
notification. You can touch MORE SETTINGS to configure
notification options for this app.

Use Quick Settings

The quick settings in the notification panel make it convenient to
view or change the most common settings for your phone.

Swipe down with two fingers from the top of the screen, or open
the notification panel and drag the panel downward to view the
following quick settings.

Brightness: Uncheck AUTO and drag the brightness slider
to adjust the screen brightness.

Wi-Fi: Touch to turn on or off Wi-Fi. Touch and hold to access
the Wi-Fi menu. See Connecting to Wi-Fi.

Bluetooth: Touch to turn on or off Bluetooth. Touch and hold

to access the Bluetooth menu. See Connecting to Bluetooth
Devices.
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Sound/Vibrate/Silent: Touch to switch between sound,
vibration and silent mode. See Switching to Silent or Vibration
Mode.

Location: Touch to turn location services on or off. Touch
and hold to access the Location menu.

Battery saver:
Flashlight: Touch to turn on or off the flashlight.
Airplane mode: Touch to turn on or off airplane mode.

Data: Touch to enable or disable data access over the mobile
network. Touch and hold to access the Data usage menu.
Auto-rotate/Portrait: Touch to turn on or off the auto-rotate
screen feature.

Power-saver: Touch to turn on or off Power-saver.

Ultra Power-saver: Touch to turn on or off Ultra
Power-saver.

Mobile Hotspot: Touch to enable the mobile hotspot feature
and create a mobile hotspot. Touch and hold to access the
Mobile Hotspot menu. See Sharing Your Mobile Data
Connection.

Do not disturb / Alarms only: Touch to turn on Do not
disturb mode and select options. Touch and hold to open the
Do not disturb menu. (See Using Do Not Disturb Mode.)

Dolby: Turn on or off Dolby sound effect. And do more
settings.

Sync: Touch to turn on or off auto-syncing of accounts data.
Touch and hold to access the Accounts menu. See Accounts.
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e Data Saver: Turn on or off Data Saver. To help reduce data
usage, Data Saver prevents some apps from sending or
receiving data in the background.

e Invert colors: Touch to invert colors.

e Cast: Touch to search for devices, such as TVs, projectors or
other devices that support wireless display and project your
phone’s content wirelessly to that device. You need to turn on
Wi-Fi first. For detailed introduction, please refer to the device
manual.

e Screenshot: Touch to take a screenshot.
NOTE:

In the quick settings screen, touch e at the bottom right to

access the Settings menu; touch 7 1o change control switch
position.

Managing Shortcuts and Widgets
Add a Shortcut

1. Swipe up on the home screen
2. Drag an application to a home screen panel to add a shortcut.
NOTE:

While holding the item, you can drag it to the right edge of the
screen to create a new home screen panel and put the item on it.
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Add a Widget

1. Touch and hold an empty area of the home screen and select
WIDGETS.

2. Slide to browse the available widgets.
3. Touch and hold a widget and drag it to a home screen panel.

Move Shortcuts or Widgets
1. Touch and hold a shortcut or a widget on the home screen.
2. Drag it to the place you need.

Remove Shortcuts or Widgets
1. Touch and hold a shortcut or a widget on the home screen.

2. Dragitto X to remove it.

NOTE:
When there are more than two home screen panels, no panel
can be left empty. If the shortcut, widget, or folder is the only item
on the current home screen panel, the panel will be deleted as
you remove the item.

Adjust Widget Size

1. Touch and hold a widget on the home screen and then
release it.

2. An outline appears around the widget. Drag the outline to
resize the widget.
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NOTE:

Not all widgets can be resized.

Organizing With Folders

You can create folders on the home screen and add several
shortcuts to a folder.

You can move or remove folders the same way as moving or
removing shortcuts.

1.

On the home screen, touch and hold the shortcut you want to
add into a folder.

Drag the shortcut to I A new folder will be created and the

shortcut is added into the folder.

To add more shortcuts into the folder, touch and hold each

shortcut and drag it over the folder before releasing it.
NOTES:

To remove a shortcut from a folder, touch the folder to open it.

Touch and hold the shortcut and drag it to the home screen.

Touch the folder and then touch the Folder field to rename

the folder.

Rearranging the Primary Shortcuts
ok

The home screen includes a customizable primary shortcuts area
at the bottom of all home screens. You can keep up to five items

Connecting to Another Device via Wi-Fi

Direct®

Wi-Fi Direct allows Wi-Fi devices to share files and data directly
by connecting to each other without the need for wireless access
points (hotspots).

If Wi-Fi is off, slide the Wi-Fi switch to the On ] position.

Bluetooth® is a short-range wireless communication technology.
Phones or other devices with Bluetooth® capabilities can exchange
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information wirelessly within a distance of about 30 feet (10
meters). The Bluetooth® devices must be paired before the
communication is performed.

Received files are stored automatically in a dedicated folder

(Bluetooth, for instance) in the phone storage or microSDXC card.

You can access them in the File Manager app.

Connecting to Your Computer via USB

You can connect your phone to a computer with a USB cable and
transfer music, pictures, and other files in both directions. Your
phone stores these files in the internal storage or on a removable
microSDXC card.

Connect Your Phone to a Computer via USB
1. Connect your phone to the PC with a USB cable.
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2. The Use USB to screen opens. Or you can open the

notification panel and touch the notification with LP to open
the Use USB to screen.

3. Choose one of the following options in the Use USB to
screen:

» Charge this device: Charge your phone via USB.
» Transfer files: Transfer files to another device (MTP).

» Transfer photos (PTP): Transfer photos or files if MTP is
not supported (PTP).

» Install driver: Automatically install driver on your PC.

Disconnect Your Phone From the Computer

To disconnect the phone from the computer, simply unplug the
USB cable when you're finished.

Using the microSDXC Card as Portable

or Internal Storage
You can use your microSDXC card as portable storage to save
photos, music, videos, downloaded files, and more.

If your microSDXC card is new or doesn't have content you want
to keep, you can also set it up as an extension of the phone
storage, and this requires formatting that prevents the
microSDXC card from working with other devices.

CAUTION:
As part of the internal storage, the microSDXC card may have
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data on it that is necessary for some apps to function normally.
Therefore, do not remove or replace the card randomly.

Set Up the microSDXC Card as Portable
Storage

When you install a microSDXC card that has not been used on
your phone before, the phone will mount the card as portable
storage by default.

To remove the microSDXC card from your phone:

If you need to remove the microSDXC card used as portable
storage while the phone is on, you must unmount it first.

Share Your Mobile Data Connection via USB

You can access the Internet on your computer via the USB
tethering feature of your phone. The feature needs data
connection on a mobile network and may result in data charges.

NOTE:

You cannot transfer files between your phone and your computer
when the phone is USB tethered.

1. Connect your phone to your computer with a USB cable.

2. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Network
& Internet > Tethering & Mobile Hotspot.

3. Switch on USB tethering. A new network connection will be
created on your computer.
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NOTE:

To stop sharing your data connection, switch off USB tethering
or disconnect the USB cable.

Share Mobile Data Connection via Bluetooth

If your computer can obtain an Internet connection via Bluetooth,

you can configure your phone to share its mobile data connection

with your computer.

1. Pair your phone with your computer via Bluetooth.

2. Configure your computer to obtain its network connection via
Bluetooth. For more information, please see your computer's
documentation.

3. Swipe up on the home screen and touch Settings > Network
& Internet > Tethering & Mobile Hotspot.
4. Switch on Bluetooth tethering. Your computer is now
sharing your phone's data connection.
NOTE:
To stop sharing your data connection, switch off Bluetooth
tethering.

Share Mobile Data via Mobile Hotspot

You can share your phone’s data connection with other devices
by turning your phone into a mobile hotspot. The feature requires
a data connection on a mobile network and may result in data
charges.

NOTE:
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When the mobile hotspot feature is enabled, you cannot use your
phone’s Wi-Fi capability to access the Internet. You still remain
connected to the Internet via your mobile data network.

Manage users: Block or unblock users, or set the

maximum number of devices that can connect to the

hotspot simultaneously.

Sleep policy: Set hotspot sleep policy and notification.

Connecting to Virtual Private Networks

Virtual private networks (VPNs) allow you to connect to the
resources inside a secured local network. VPNs are commonly
deployed by corporations, schools, and other institutions to let
people access local network resources when not on campus, or
when connected to a wireless network.

Depending on the type of VPN you are using, you may be
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required to enter your login credentials or install security
certificates before you can connect to your VPN. You can get this
information from your network administrator.

NOTE:

You need to set a lock screen pattern, PIN, or password before
you can use a VPN.

Answering or Rejecting Calls

When you receive a phone call, the incoming call screen opens,
displaying the Caller ID or the information about the caller that
you've entered in the Contacts app. You can answer or reject the
call, or reject it with a text message.

Composition: Show or hide the grid or golden spiral to help
with balanced photo composition.

Gradienter: Show or hide the gradienter.

Point-and-shoot: (front camera only) When this feature is
enabled, you can touch the viewfinder screen to take a
photo in SELFIE mode.

Smile: (front camera only) Turn on or off smile detection in
SELFIE mode.

Mirror image: (front camera only) When enabled, allows
you to capture a mirror photo in SELFIE mode.
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Selfie indicator: (front camera only) When enabled, shows
a selfie indicator in order to capture natural expressions in
SELFIE mode.

Shutter tone: Turn the shutter tone on or off.

Geo-tagging: When enabled, store the GPS location in
your captured photos and videos.

Anti-banding: Set the anti-banding value when you take
pictures of TV or computer screens to avoid stripes on the
screen.

Save location: Change the storage location for captured
photos and videos.

Help: Enable the Help icon o on the viewfinder screen,
or touch More to view help details.

Restore defaults: Restore default camera and video
settings.

Video quality: Set the quality for your video.

Metering: Adjust the light metering setting in MANUAL
mode.

charging.

e Ambient display: Wake the phone from sleep when new
notifications arrive.

e Calibration: Place the phone on a level surface and take a
calibration test to calibrate the sensor.

Sound

Adjust different types of volume, set notification mode, set Do
not disturb options, set up ringtone and notification sound, turn
on or off Dolby Audio, set up default alarm sound, or select
system sounds.

Storage

The Storage settings menu lets you check memory information
for your microSDXC card and phone storage.

You can choose the default location for new data, such as
photos captured and voice recorded. Touch Saving location
setting and select to store items in the phone storage or the

installed microSDXC card.

Touch Internal shared storage to get a detailed breakdown of
space usage by type. Touch a data type to see more
information or delete the files you do not need.

Security & Location

e Screen lock: Set up a screen lock after which you must
swipe on the phone, draw a pattern, or enter a
PIN/password to access the phone (see Protecting Your
Phone With Screen Locks).

Touch % beside Screen lock to set the following options.

» Make pattern visible: Show the pattern as you draw it.
This option is available when unlock pattern is set.

» Automatically lock: Set the time needed for the lock
protection to be activated after the screen turns off,
except when the phone kept unlocked by Smart Lock.
This option is available when unlock pattern, PIN or
password is set.

» Power button instantly locks: Lock protection is
activated immediately when you press the Power key
except when the phone kept unlocked by Smart Lock.
This option is available when unlock pattern, PIN or
password is set.
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» Lock screen message: Set the text that you may
display on the lock screen.

Lock screen preferences: Set notification display rules on
the lock screen, and set lock screen message.

Fingerprint: With the registered fingerprint, you can turn
on/unlock the screen or open a bound application when the
screen is off or locked. It is convenient and fast to take a
photo or answer the phone call by pressing the finger
(registered or not) on the fingerprint sensor. Also, you can
do more just by swiping your finger on the fingerprint sensor.
See Using Fingerprints.

Face Verify: You can use face detection to unlock the
screen without entering the specific PIN/password, or
drawing the pattern. See Using Face Detection.

Smart Lock: Keep the phone unlocked when connected to
trusted devices, in trusted places, when recognizing a
trusted voice, or while being held or carried.

NOTE:

You must set a screen lock pattern, PIN, or password to use

the Smart Lock feature.

Location: Manage location services, which help your

phone and apps determine your location. To use

location-related applications, such as finding your location

on Google Maps, you must have location services enabled

on your phone.

- Mode: Select location sources you want to use. To get
your accurate location, choose High accuracy. To save
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battery power and get approximate location, choose
Battery saving. To use only GPS to pinpoint your
location, choose Device only.

App-level permissions: Set which apps can access the
location information.

Scanning: Improve location by allowing system apps
and services to detect Wi-Fi networks or Bluetooth
devices at any time.

Google Location History/Google Location Sharing:
Configure Google Location options (Google account
required).

Recent location requests : Show the apps which
recently request location.

Show pass words: Display passwords as you enter them.
Device admin apps: View or deactivate apps you have
authorized to be device administrators.

Encryption & credentials: Encrypt your accounts, settings,
downloaded apps and data, media, and other files.
Configure the settings of credential storage.

Storage type: Check the credential storage type.
Trusted credentials: Display trusted CA certificates.
User credentials: View and modify stored credentials.
Install from SD card: Install certificates from the
internal storage or the microSDXC card.

Clear credentials: Delete all certificates.

Trust agents: View or deactivate trust agents.

Trusted credentials: Display trusted CA certificates.
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e Screen pinning: Keep a screen of your choice in view so
that others cannot switch to other apps and access personal
information (see Protecting Your Phone With Screen
Pinning).

e Apps with usage access: Turn on or off some apps’
access to your phone usage information.

Accounts

Manage your accounts and synchronization. Touch Add
account to create accounts on your phone.

Touch an account to adjust its settings, sync the account or
remove the account.

Accessibility

Configure the system accessibility options and accessibility
plug-ins on your phone, such as using Color inversion or Font
size for users with sight problems.

Google

Manage settings for Google apps and services that are installed
on your device.
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System

Languages & Input

Languages: Select a language for your system.
Virtual keyboard: Configure virtual keyboard settings.

Physical keyboard: Configure physical keyboard settings.
You can keep the virtual keyboard on screen while physical
keyboard is active.

Spell checker: Activate Google Spell Checker to check for
spelling errors when entering text, and change its settings.

Autofill service: An Autofill service is a service used to
automatically fill the contents of the screen on behalf of a
given user. Touch Autofill service to choose the Autofill
service provider such as Google, and touch Add service to

add more Autofill service providers. Touch e next to
Autofill service to view the Autofill service provider’s
account and the contents that can be automatically filled in.

Personal dictionary: Add new words to the phone’s
dictionary or remove words from the dictionary. The words
you add are used for spelling check and word suggestion.

Pointer speed: Select how fast the pointer/mouse should
scroll when you connect the phone to a trackpad or mouse
accessory.

Text-to-speech output: Select the speech synthesis
engine or change its settings, set speech rate and pinch,
play a brief sample of the speech synthesizer, and check
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whether the text-to-speech output feature supports the
current system language.

Date & Time

Set date, time, time zone, and how time is displayed. You can
also use network-provided data (see Setting the Date and

Time).

Backup

Manage data backup options. You can back up app data, Wi-Fi
passwords, and other settings to Google Drive after you sign in
to your Google account.

Reset Options

e Reset Wi-Fi, mobile & Bluetooth: Reset all network
settings, including Wi-Fi, mobile networks, and Bluetooth.

e Reset app preference: This will reset all preferences for
disabled apps, disabled app notifications, default
applications for actions, background data restrictions for
apps, and any permission restrictions.

e Erase all data (factory reset): Reset your phone to factory
default settings.

Radio Frequency (RF) Energy

This phone is designed and manufactured not to exceed the
emission limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF) energy set
by the Federal Communications Commission of the United

States.
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During SAR testing, this device was set to transmit at its highest
certified power level in all tested frequency bands, and placed
in positions that simulate RF exposure in usage against the
head with no separation, and near the body with the separation
of 0.4 inches (10 mm). Although the SAR is determined at the
highest certified power level, the actual SAR level of the device
while operating can be well below the maximum value. This is
because the phone is designed to operate at multiple power
levels so as to use only the power required to reach the network.

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Radio Frequency Interference

General Statement on Interference

Care must be taken when using your phone in close proximity to
personal medical devices, such as pacemakers and hearing aids.
Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturers to
determine if the operation of your phone may interfere with the
operation of your medical devices.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum
separation of 6 inches (15 cm) be maintained between a mobile
phone and a pacemaker to avoid potential interference with the
pacemaker. To achieve this, use the phone on the opposite ear
to your pacemaker and do not carry it in a breast pocket.

Hearing Aids

People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants may
experience interfering noises when using wireless devices or
when one is nearby. The level of interference will depend on
the type of hearing device and the distance from the
interference source. Increasing the separation between them
may reduce the interference. You may also consult your
hearing aid manufacturer to discuss alternatives.
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Medical Equipment

Turn off your wireless device when you are requested to do so
in hospitals, clinics or healthcare facilities. These requests are
designed to prevent possible interference with sensitive
medical equipment.

Aircraft

Turn off your wireless device whenever you are instructed to do
so by airport or airline staff. Consult the airline staff about the
use of wireless devices onboard the aircraft and enable
airplane mode of your phone when boarding an aircraft.

Interference in Vehicles

Please note that because of possible interference with
electronic equipment, some vehicle manufacturers forbid the
use of mobile phones in their vehicles unless a hands-free kit
with an external antenna is included in the installation.

Explosive Environments

Gas Stations and Explosive Atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres, obey all
posted signs to turn off wireless devices such as your phone or
other radio equipment. Areas with potentially explosive
atmospheres include fueling areas, below decks on boats, fuel
or chemical transfer or storage facilities, and areas where the
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air contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or metal
powders.

Blasting Caps and Areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in a
blasting area or in areas where signs are posted to power off
“two-way radios” or “electronic devices” to avoid interfering with
blasting operations.
