Charge the Battery

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Use the Touch Screen
Your phone’s touch screen lets you easily select items or 
perform functions.

• To only use your phone’s non-network services, 
switch to Flight mode. Press and hold [ ] and 
select Flight mode.

• To avoid scratching the touch screen, do not use 
sharp tools.

• Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact 
with other electrical devices. Electrostatic 
discharges can cause it to malfunction.

• Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact 
with water. The touch screen might malfunction in 
humid conditions or when exposed to water.
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Get to Know the Idle Screen
When your phone turns on or is in Idle mode, the Idle screen 
is displayed. From this screen, you can access various 
features and status information.
The Idle screen has seven panels. Scroll left or right to a 
panel on the Idle screen. You can also select a dot on the 
top of the screen to move to the corresponding panel of the 
Idle screen. 

Add items to the Idle screen:
You can customize the Idle screen by adding shortcuts to 
applications or items in applications, widgets, or folders.
To add items to the Idle screen:
1. Press [ ] → Add.
2. Select the item category and then select an item:

• Widgets: Add widgets to the Idle screen.
• Double-tap: Tap twice quickly with your finger to zoom in 
or out while viewing photos or web pages.

To lock or unlock the touch screen and keys:
You can lock the touch screen and keys to prevent any 
unwanted phone operations. 
• To lock, press [ ]. 
• To unlock, turn on the touch screen by pressing [ ] and 

then flick the lock window with your finger.

• Your phone turns off the touch screen when you do 
not use the phone for a specified amount of time. 
To turn on the touch screen, press [ ] and then 
flick the locked window with your finger.

• You can also adjust the backlight time. In Idle 
mode, select Applications → Settings → Display 
→ Screen timeout.

Use the shortcuts panel
In Idle mode or while using an application, tap the indicator 
icons area and drag your finger down to open the shortcuts 
panel. You can activate or deactivate wireless connection 
features and access a list of a notifications, such as 
messages, calls, events, or processing status. 
• To hide the shortcuts panel, drag the bottom of the list 

up.
In the shortcuts panel, you can access the following options:
• Wi-Fi: Activate or deactivate the WLAN connection 

feature. ► p. 76
• Bluetooth: Activate or deactivate the Bluetooth wireless 

connection feature. ► p. 74
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• Shortcuts: Add shortcuts to items, such as 
applications, bookmark, and contacts.

• Folders: Create a new folder or add folders for your 
contacts.

• Wallpapers: Set a background image.

To move items on the Idle screen:
1. Touch and hold the item that you want to move. 
2. Drag the item to a new location.
To remove items from the Idle screen:
1. Touch and hold the item that you want to remove. 

The item is magnified and the  icon appears, 
indicating that the application tab has switched to the 
trash tab. 

Available items vary depending on the current Idle 
screen mode.
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You can also place two fingers on the screen and pinch 
to switch to Edit mode.

2. Add or remove panels by using the following features:
• To remove a panel, tap and hold the thumbnail of a 

panel and drag it to the trash bin at the bottom of the 
screen.

• To add a new panel, select .
• To change the order of the panels, tap and hold the 

thumbnail of a panel and drag it to the location you 
want.

3. When you are finished, press [ ].

Access Applications
To access your phone’s applications:
1. In Idle mode, select Applications to access the 

application list.
• GPS: Activate or deactivate GPS mode. 
• Silent: Activate or deactivate Silent mode.
• Auto rotation: Activate or deactivate the auto rotation. 

Add or remove panels from the Idle screen
You can add or remove panels from the Idle screen to 
organize widgets according to your preferences and needs.
1. In Idle mode, press [ ] → Edit.

Your phone has a built-in motion sensor that detects 
its orientation. While using some features, if you 
rotate the phone the interface automatically switches 
to landscape view. To set the interface to retain the 
portrait orientation when the phone is rotated, 
deactivate Auto rotation in the shortcuts panel. You 
can also set it by selecting Settings → Display → 
Auto-rotate screen.



To organize applications:
You can reorganize the applications in the application list by 
changing their order or by grouping them into categories to 
suit your needs.
1. In the application list, press [ ] → Edit.
2. Tap and hold an application.
3. Drag the application icon to a new location. 

You can move an application icon to another main 
menu screen. You can also move commonly used 
applications next to Home.

4. Press [ ] → Save.
To access recent applications:
1. Press and hold [ ] to open a list of applications that

2. Set the date and time and change other options as

To turn the touch tone on or off:
• In Idle mode, select Applications → Settings → Sound 

→ Audible touch tones.
To adjust the volume of the ring tones:
• In the Idle mode, press the Volume key up or down to 

adjust the ringtone volume.

To set a screen lock:
You can lock the touch screen with an unlock pattern, PIN, 
or password to prevent unauthorized people from using your 
phone without your permission.

Enter Text
You can enter text by selecting characters on the virtual 
keypad or by inputting handwriting on the touch screen. You 
can enter text and create messages or contacts.

To change the keyboard type:
You can change the type of keyboard that is used to enter 
text. Tap and hold on the text input field, select Input 
method, and select a keyboard type (Swype or Samsung 
keypad).

You cannot enter text in some languages. To enter 
text, you should change the writing language to one 
of the supported languages. ► p. 105
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To lock your SIM card:
You can lock your phone by activating the PIN supplied with 
your SIM card.
1. In Idle mode, select Applications → Settings → 

Location and security → Set up SIM card lock → 
Lock SIM card.

2. Enter your PIN and select OK.
Once the PIN lock is enabled, you must enter the PIN each 
time you turn on the phone.

• If you enter an incorrect PIN too many times, your 
SIM card will be blocked. You must enter a PIN 
unlock key (PUK) to unblock the SIM card.

Using the Swype keyboard
To enter text using the Swype keyboard:
1. Select the first character of a word and drag your finger 

to the second character without releasing the finger 
from the screen. A line joins the selected characters.

2. Pause on the second character for a moment and then 
drag your finger to the next character.

3. Continue until you have finished the word.
4. Release the finger on the last character. The word is 

inserted into the text input field.

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Using the Samsung keypad

Swype displays a menu of words to choose from.
• To view the Help information about using the Swype 

keyboard, tap and hold .
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Copy and paste text
While you are entering text, you can use the copy and paste 
feature to use the same text in other applications.
To copy and paste text:
1. Tap and hold the text input field.
2. Select Select text in the option list.
3. Drag your finger across the text you want to highlight.
4. Tap and hold the highlighted text.
5. Select Copy to copy, or Cut to cut the text onto the 

clipboard.
6. In another application, tap and hold the text input field.
7. Select Paste to insert the text from the clipboard into the

To change the keypad language

If you have enabled more than one input language in the 
settings for the Samsung Keypad ( ►p. 106), the current 
language is indicated on the spacebar and you can change 
the language used by tapping and dragging on the spacebar 
until the required language appears in the selection box.

Synchronize Data
You can synchronize data (Google messages, calendar, 
and contacts) with the Google web server and back up or 
restore your data.
When the synchronization is complete, your phone stays 
connected to the web. If any change is made on the web, 
the updated information will appear on your phone and 
automatically will begin synchronization, and vice-versa.
Download Files from the Web
When you download files or web applications from the web, 
your phone stores them in a memory card.

To download files from the web:
1. In Idle mode, select Applications → Internet.
2. Search for a file or application and download it.
To install applications downloaded from websites other than 
Android Market, you must enable Settings → Applications 
→ Unknown sources (touch the box to enter a check mark).

Files that you download from the web can include 
viruses that will damage your phone. To lessen your 
risk, only download from sources that you trust.
Some media files include Digital Rights Management 
to protect copyrights. This protection might prevent 
you from downloading, copying, modifying, or 
transferring the files.

You can use your phone to make and answer calls, use 
options during calls, and customize and use call-related 
features.

Make and answer calls
To make a call:
1. In Idle mode, select Phone.
2. Enter an area code and phone number.
3. Select  to make a voice call.

When you hold the phone close to your ear during a 
call, it automatically locks the touch screen to prevent 
accidental inputs.
communication



To send a message when you reject incoming calls, slide up 
the Reject call with message icon and select a message.
To call an international number:
1. In Idle mode, select Phone, and tap and hold 0 to insert 

the + character.
2. Enter the complete number that you want to dial 

(country code, area code and phone number), and then 
select  to dial the number.

To call a contact from Contacts:
You can call numbers directly from Contacts using stored 
contacts.  p. 59
1. In Idle mode, select Contacts.

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4. To end the call, select End call.

To answer a call:
1. When a call comes in, slide the Accept icon.

2. To end the call, select End call.
To reject a call:
When a call comes in, slide the Reject icon. The caller will 
be directed to your voice messaging system. 

• Use the phonebook to save the numbers that you 
dial frequently. ► p. 59

• To quickly access the call log to redial numbers that 
you have dialed recently, select Phone → Call 
logs.

• Use the voice command feature to dial by voice. 

When the phone is ringing, press the Volume key to 
mute the ringtone.
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• Adjust voice volume: Press the Volume key up or 

down.
• Place a call on hold: Select . 
• Retrieve a held call: Select .
• Dial a second number: Select Add call and then dial 

the new number.
• Answer a second call: Slide the Accept icon when the 

call waiting tone sounds. The new call is answered and 
the first call is placed on hold automatically. You must 
subscribe to a call waiting service to use this feature.

• Open the dialing screen: Select Dialpad.
• Activate the speakerphone: Select Speaker.

In noisy environments, you might have difficulty 
hearing some calls while using the speakerphone. For 
better audio performance, use the normal phone 
mode.
To use the headset:
By plugging the supplied headset into the phone, you can 
make and answer calls:
• Answer a call: Press the headset button.
• Reject a call: Press and hold the headset button.
• Place a call on hold or retrieve a held call during a 

call: Press and hold the headset button.
• End a call: Press the headset button.

Use options during a voice call
You can use the following options while a voice call is in 
progress:

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• Turn off the microphone: Select Mute so that the caller 
cannot hear you.

• Use a Bluetooth headset: Select Headset to use a 
Bluetooth headset to listen and talk to the caller.

Keeping Tabs on Signal Strength
The quality of each call you make or receive depends on the 
signal strength in your area. Your phone informs you of the 
current signal strength by displaying a number of bars next 
to the signal strength icon. The more bars displayed, the 
stronger the signal. If you’re inside a building, being near a 
window may give you better reception.

Understanding How Your Phone Operates
Your phone is basically a radio transmitter and receiver. 
When it’s turned on, it receives and transmits radio 
frequency (RF) signals. When you use your phone, the 
system handling your call controls the power level. This 
power can range from 0.006 watts to 0.2 watts in digital 
mode.

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Maintaining Your Phone’s Peak Performance
There are several simple guidelines for operating your 
phone properly and maintaining safe, satisfactory service. 
• Speak directly into the mouthpiece. 
• Avoid exposing your phone and accessories to rain or 

liquid spills. If your phone does get wet, immediately turn 
the power off and remove the battery. If it’s inoperable, 
return it to a dealer store or call Customer Support for 
service.

For the best care of your phone, only authorized 
personnel should service your phone and 
accessories.

Knowing Radio Frequency Safety
